So what exactly is “The Living Fence?” It is medan
" Ocaotillo (pronounced oh-koh-tee-yo) for those ofiyew to our desert environment.
. Also known as “Jacob’s Staff’, “Vine Cactus” or “@ch Whip”, Ocaotillo is a drought
@ tolerant plant native to the Southwestern Desdriclvincludes Mexico, Arizona,
New Mexico, west Texas and parts of California.e Téncing that Bryck sells is
harvested in Mexico and shipped to Tucson and bBesrbe a popular alternative to
more traditional fencing options. And since Ocotill considered a succulent, not a
cactus, there are no restrictions for removal amagsportation. However, being
sensitive to our environment and to ensure theimoation of these plants, the harvesters cut @ st
approximately two to three feet from the base dludvathem to grow back before harvesting again.

After the stems are cut, they are wired togethdéorim panels. The panels average about five feeidth and
are approximately six feet tall; this constitute'sal” which makes it easier for transporting. n€e you've
determined how many “rolls” you'll need for yourear, call to see if the fencing is in stock or resgrour
order for the next shipment.

Once you have your rolls, planting is relativelgedf you don’t have time to plant right away, ‘@hiving
Fence” is forgiving; Bryck says the stems can staye roll and be dormant for up to a year. lbye ready to
plant, put on your leather gloves and hopefullgfanfriend to help. First, install posts to supbe fencing
panels or you can attach to an existing chaindinkood fence. (This is a great way to cover angimly fence
or one in disrepair.) Dig a trench two to fourhiee deep; roll out your fencing, secure to postsveater.
Soaker hoses placed along the base of the fenpestiféiciently deep water the plant and make iydas
establish. Watering should continue three daysekvior approximately four to five months.
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“The Living Fence” is available year round, butisially planted from January to
April when the fence begins to leaf out. In tpersg, usually March and April,
blood red blossoms will appear on the tips of tieens, which add to the beauty
of the fence as well as attracting hummingbirdscivlieed from the flowers.
When not in bloom or “green” your fence providesistic backdrop to your
desert landscape with its earthy brown color amorty spines.

Besides the visual appeal and natural barrier teanted desert critters, once established, thisfeneirtually
maintenance free. Within a few days of a desanmt f&he Living Fence” leafs out and your landscépe
transformed from brown to green. This cycle cantmwith each dry spell and rain and can last éary.

So if the thought of using a “natural” alternatejgpeals to you and you can handle the myriad e$tipns
from curious neighbors, then “The Living Fence” nieya solution for your landscape. But, if youstd got
doubts or questions, drive by Bryck’s place anatakkook; somehow... | think he’ll be expecting you.
